Education for another world

"Education for Another World" is a forward-thinking approach to education that embraces creativity, diversity, and sustainability while overcoming traditional barriers. This idea seeks to reframe education as an agent for creating capable, adaptive, and compassionate people who are prepared to function in a globalized society in an environment of fast-changing technology, political instability, and environmental difficulties.

Individualization effects on education have resulted in several negative consequences. This method ignores the more holistic sides of education, which are essential for a well-rounded education and include critical thinking, creativity, and social skills. Individualization can also result in a classroom setting where students are pushed to succeed on their own rather than work together and support one another, which may limit the development of critical interpersonal skills. Furthermore, the commercialization of education by capitalism has the potential to worsen inequality by creating a wider socioeconomic class divide in access to high-quality education. This starts an endless cycle whereby privileged people get better access to education, increasing the gaps in society. In the end, education's ability to produce well-rounded, sympathetic, and socially conscious people may be limited by the capitalist systems' desire to prioritize individual achievement and profit over the larger social goals of education.

So, can education play its role in nurturing the minds that practice social coexistence and equity contributing to another world of equality? What does it look like? Shall we need to reform our education content and pedagogy? Where do we start from? These are the questions that Kadambari Memorial College, the school of social work like to discuss with the global fraternity. We do not have the answer yet. We will gather the ideas from the speakers, thinkers and participants from our session to get possible answers so that we can embrace the ideas of utilizing education as key contributors in co-creating Another World in the coming days.

Objective
· To discuss the importance of education in promoting coexistence, equality and equity in another world.

Statement of the problem:
The problem of educating students for a world that is changing quickly is one that the existing educational system must overcome. Traditional approaches frequently place more emphasis on remembering than critical thinking, leaving students unprepared to deal with the complex socioeconomic challenges, cultural diversity, and technological breakthroughs that describe today's global society. Furthermore, gaps in access to high-quality education continue to exist, limiting the achievement of fair opportunities for everybody. Rethinking education is needed to provide students with the abilities, information, and viewpoint required for success in a world that is always changing. This involves fostering innovation, variation, and flexibility.

Targeted Participants
Anyone interested in education and an egalitarian society

Methodology
The session was designed as a hybrid model of key speakers and open discussion among the participants. The first section is named as the key notes and the second is named as community dialogue. The three key speakers speak for 30 minutes followed by 10 minutes of additions from the participants. The community dialogue will be 45 minutes followed by 5 minutes of the consolidation and way forward.  

Welcome and opening remarks by the Host
A speaker from the host organization welcomes and gives an opening remark on the intent of the session and sets the stage for the talks that will follow. Highlight the value of exploring different viewpoints on the responsibility and the role of education in creating Another World that the WSF has created the movement for.   

Key Speaker 1: "Another World: From an Educator's Perspective"
Following the opening remarks, the first keynote speaker focuses on   the idea of another world from the educators’ perspective. The speaker talks about what does The Another World look like and what that mean to education as the key contributor. 
Key Speaker 2: "The Role of Educator in Another World"
The second key speaker focuses on the role of the educators and educational institution on creating the Another World.  

Open Floor for Questions and Answers:
Participants can give comments and add to the idea of the Another World and the role of educators and educational institutions.

Community Dialogue:  
Exploring the Challenges of educators and educational institution in playing their role for the New World
A  community dialogue is carried out to share the thoughts of the participants on the topic. The interested participant's name will be noted to manage the time and sequence. The participants will continue building their thoughts and ideas on the challenges in a given time.  At the end of the session, the moderator consolidates the session with a collection of the challenges and opportunity for the Another World.




Consolidation and Way Forward:
The conference concludes with a consolidation of key takeaways from the keynotes and community dialogue and possibilities of continuing the dialogue to co-create potential actions and possible movement of Education for Another World. 

Additional Considerations:
Moderation: Ensuring effective moderation throughout the conference to maintain focus, facilitate participation, and manage time effectively.
